Smallness: It’s funny that Jesus says his kingdom looks like ...
wait for it ... a bush. What a letdown! Yet this little shrub still
somehow has room for all the birds of the sky. The smallness
of the Church, and even our own little lives, still provides
plenty of room for all whom God sends.

Impurities: divisions and hypocrisies in the Church and our
own hearts exasperate us. Recall that Jesus compares his
kingdom to a lump of dough with impure leaven eating
away at it and therefore making it expand. It’s the secret of
the Cross. Not how we’d prefer it. But finally, great news.

The field, the bush, the loaf: all three parables invite us to
embrace a patience rooted in hope: one day the field will be

weeded, the bush filled with birds, and the risen loaf leaven-
