Do we trust that God will take care of us and has things under control? When life

gets difficult, shaky or painful, we may find ourselves wondering what we may have

done to deserve this fate, Often, we go to great lengths to explain suffering away, as

if it has no purpose and ought not to exist. In an attempt to get God on our side in PS
our battle against suffering, our prayer can mirror a question asked by the disciples:
